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changed. For the better.

DISCUSSION QUESTION: Why are we afraid to speak freely?

Ezra probably dealt with some fear. But, in the end, the strongest thing Ezra felt was the desire to please God 
and honor Him. To be open about his brokenness so that God would be glorified. 

Now it is your turn. 

Each person in your small group should have a notecard and a pen. On that notecard, answer this question:

What is one thing you feel you can’t say in church?

CLOSING: YOU’VE SPOKEN

You have not entered a utopian society now that words have been spoken aloud. People are still hurting and 
broken and need Jesus. Speaking freely doesn’t erase problems and erase world poverty. 

To speak freely is not to reach the finish line.

It is the gunshot that begins the race. You are at the starting line.

Pray for each other, that as God continues to bring questions to the surface of your hearts, you would con-
tinue to speak freely to each other and just like Ezra, see the others around you begin to speak freely as well.

Things are going to change now for your group. Ask God for wisdom to lead these who now see the value in 
open communication and honest confession.
